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Regulations of the Council of Engineers  

On Form and Duration of the License to Practice Regulated Engineering Profession,  

B.E. 2553 (A.D. 2010) 

____________________ 

Whereas it is expedient to amend the Regulations of the Council of Engineers on Form and 

Duration of the License to Practice Regulated Engineering Profession; 

By virtue of Section 8 (6) (d) and Section 48 of the Engineer Act, B.E. 2542 (A.D. 1999), which 

is a law containing certain provisions relating to the restriction of rights and liberties of persons, for 

which Section 29 in conjunction with Section 43 and Section 45 of the Constitution of the Kingdom 

of Thailand so permitted by virtue of the provisions of law, the Council of Engineers, with approval of 

the Ordinary General Assembly of the Council of Engineers and approval of the Special President of 

the Council of Engineers, issues these Regulations as follows: 

Clause 1. These Regulations shall be called “Regulations of the Council of Engineers on Form 

and Duration of the License to Practice Regulated Engineering Profession, B.E. 2553 (A.D. 2010).” 

Clause 2.  These Regulations shall come into force from the day following the date of its 

publication in the Government Gazette onwards.  

Clause 3.  Regulations of the Council of Engineers on Form of Card, License, Duration of 

License, License Application Form, Renewal Application Form, Application Form for Promotion to 

Higher Level of Regulated Engineering Profession Practitioner, and Symbol of the Council of 

Engineers, B.E. 2543 (A.D. 2000), shall be repealed. 

Clause 4.  The license to practice the regulated engineering profession shall be the form 

annexed to these Regulations. 

Substitute of the license shall be in the same form as that of the license and bear red text 

reading “substitute” on the upper right corner of the front page of the substitute license.  

Clause 5.  The license to practice the regulated engineering profession shall be valid for a 

period of five years from the date the Council of Engineers issues or renews the license. 
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Clause 7.  The license to practice the regulated engineering profession issued pursuant to 

provision of the Regulations of the Council of Engineers on Form of Card, License, Duration of 

License, License Application Form, Renewal Application Form, Application Form for Promotion to 

Higher Level of Regulated Engineering Profession Practitioner, and Symbol of the Council of 

Engineers, B.E. 2543 (A.D. 2000), which has not yet expired, shall continue to be valid until the expiry 

date specified on the license or throughout the lifetime of the licensee, as the case may be.
